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This beautiful state park was created in 1992
througha uniquepartnership between the
Georgia Power Co. and the Georgia Dept. of
Natural Resources. Jug over two mileslong
and onehdf mile at itswidest point, Tallulah
Gorgeisoneof theoldest geological features
in North America and possibly theworld. The
Tallulah River dropssix hunded feet in

SCHOOL PROGRAMS
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Mammals of Tallulah Gorge/Animals Tracks:
Grades K-3

From black bears to opossums, students will havethe
opportunity to explore skins and skulls of mammals native to
Georgia. Studentswill group animals by similar
characteristics, discuss their basic needs and learn about their
life cycle. The program includes a short hike in the forest to
learn about the habitats of these animals. Students may make
their own animalstracksfor asmall materialsfee.

Our No-Footed Friends:The Snakes Grades 3-5
Snakes are truly beneficial animals on whom our survival
depends. Students will compare snakesto other reptiles and
learn about their habitatsin this live animal presentation.
They will aso discuss the role that snakes play in our lives,
learn which snakes have venom and how to co-exist with
these amazing animals.

Creek Critters: Grades 3-7

Students will explore asmall stream on the park and discuss
thewater cycle. They will collect and identify insects and
other macroinvertebrates found in the stream. Based on the
specimens col lected students will determine the water quality.

Birds of Prey: Grade 3-7

Birds of prey, otherwise known as raptors, are extraordinary
animals with amazing adaptations. Learn which birds are
considered raptors and why. Using taxidermy specimens and
mounts, bird wings and talons students will explore how
raptors are different from other birds and how they are
classified.

Wilderness Survival: Grades 3-7

Students will learn about basic survival techniques applicable
in Georgia. Thisinteractive program includes shelter-building,
knot-tying, orienteering and basic survival kits. The program
includes a 20-minute children® video showing what to do if
you become lost.

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Forest Ecology: Grades 3-7

Students will learn about three forest types in the north
Georgiamountains as they study the physical environment of
forests near a stream, along the Gorge rim and deep in the
woods. They will compare and contrast soil composition and
moisture, identify trees found in each, discuss tree growth, life
cycle and survival strategies. The program includes a short !

Ecosystems of the Gorge: Grades 5-7

Explore Talulah Gorge® (Beven Worlds In OneOand learn
how each of these affects the other Bupper slope hardwoods,
lower slope/hemlocks & white pines, moist and dry rim and
cliff communities, stream, river and lake communities.
Students will observe plants and animals adapted to lifein
each of these areas.

Gorgeous Rocks: Grades 5-6

The Tallulah area has gone through many geologic changes
even before it became agorge.

Weather World: Grades 4-7

Using the Park@ weather station studentswill learn basic
weather facts while using weather instruments to measure
barometric pressure, wind speed and direction, temperature
and rainfal. They will aso use cloud chartsto predict
weather, make their own weather instrument (barometer or
thermometer) and create acloud in ajar,. SAE3; SAE4,
